The Executive Office’s goal is to attract as many community-based organizations as possible to create a
robust network that serves as a central point of contact where health and social service providers can
securely access and refer people to needed services while monitoring progress and measuring outcomes.
Organizations that choose to participate will receive comprehensive training and onboarding from the
Unite Us team. The Executive’s Office expects the first round of participants to begin using the platform
later this summer.
